And lays up deceit within himself; John 2:24 (The Message) But Jesus didn’t entrust
25 When he speaks kindly, do not believe him, his life to them. He knew them inside and out,

For there are seven abominations in his heart; knew how untrustworthy they were.

E. Mark 2:6-9 — Motives
Mark 2:6-9 And some of the scribes were sitting there and reasoning in their hearts,
7 "Why does this Man speak blasphemies like this? Who can forgive sins but God alone?"
8 But immediately, when Jesus perceived in His spirit that they reasoned thus within themselves, He said to them, "Why do you
reason about these things in your hearts?
9 "Which is easier, to say to the paralytic, “Your sins are forgiven you,' or to say, "Arise, take up your bed and walk'?

Test of the heart: Words & Works

Luke 6:43-45 For a good tree does not bear bad fruit, nor does a bad tree bear good fruit.

44 "For every tree is known by its own fruit. For men do not gather figs from thorns, nor do they gather grapes from a bramble
bush.

45" A good man out of the good treasure of his heart brings forth good; and an evil man out of the evil treasure of his heart
brings forth evil.
