3 variations of meaning to “waiting on God”
Waiting in God Devotional | Learning to be in God It is desirable,
Waiting on God | Serving Doing something for God beneficial and possible
Waiting for God | Patience | Allowing God to do something to do all three
Waiting in God

a. Toremain inactive in anticipation
b. To hedge about with thorns, to guard
c. To place a wall around, especially for flocks (protection)

Waiting in God is taking time to focus on God. This refers to our devotional life.

Lamentations 3:22-26 Through the Lord's mercies we are not consumed, Because His compassions fail not. 23 They are
new every morning; Great is Your faithfulness. 24 "The Lord is my portion," says my soul, "Therefore | hope in Him!" 25 The
Lord is good to those who wait for Him, To the soul who seeks Him. 26 It is good that one should hope and wait quietly For
the salvation of the Lord.

A sign that we are waiting in God is when our devotions are a daily priority. A person with a devotional life draws on the
resources of God and receives His mercies. Some of the mercies we receive from waiting on Him are:

1. Protection
Psalm 91:1-2 He who dwells in the secret place of the Most High Shall abide under the shadow of the Almighty.

2. Strength
Isaiah 40:31 But those who wait on the Lord Shall renew their strength; They shall mount up with wings like eagles,
They shall run and not be weary, They shall walk and not faint.

Psalm 27:14 Wait on the Lord; Be of good courage, And He shall strengthen your heart; Wait, | say, on the Lord!

Psalm 62:1-2 Truly my soul silently waits for God; From Him comes my salvation.
2 He only is my rock and my salvation; He is my defense; | shall not be greatly moved.

Psalm 62:5-8 My soul, wait silently for God alone, For my expectation is from Him.

6 He only is my rock and my salvation; He is my defense; | shall not be moved.

3. Direction
Psalm 25:3-5 Indeed, let no one who waits on You be ashamed; Let those be ashamed who deal
treacherously without cause.4 Show me Your ways, O Lord; Teach me Your paths. 5 Lead me in Your truth
and teach me, For You are the God of my salvation; On You | wait all the day.

One of he reasons we experience failure is because we don’t seek God’s guidance for our lives.
We do our plan, not His.
